MY MASTER'S PRESENT ATIO N:

TECHNIQUESWHICH HELPED ME BECOMEBETTER PHDOGRAPHER
By Gus Eissel

My masters presentationwasdevoted to techniqueswvhichhelpedme becomea better photogrgher. Thisarticle will dealwith one
of the techniqued discussednarual exposue. Thisapproachis particularly important in enablinghe photograher rather thanthe
camerato be in chargeof picture taking.

While mary photographersand my membershipin SRP$wave helpedgreatly in improvingmy photography, the two photographers
who have influencedme the most in developingmy approachto exposue are CharlesCampbell(www.charlescampbell.conand
Stuat Scofieldwww.monobasinphotogghics.com). The chromazonesystemsold by CharlesCampbellandthe workshopsled by
Stuat Scofieldare very worthwhile.

Marual exposue allows the photogrgher to decideboth the aperture and shutter speedrather than letting the cameradecideei-
ther or both. The advantageare several. It slows you down andforcesyou to think throughwhat imageyou wantto take, its com-
position,its subjectandthe relationshipof the subjectto the rest of the image This is particularly important in the ageof digital
cameraswhere the temptationof shootingwith abandoris ever present. Marualexposue is bestbecausat lets (males)you decide
what you wantthe imageto look like. Your cameradoesnot know what you want andthe exposue readingt comesup with is not
basedon what you wantto do. Marualexposue allovs you to meter the variousareasof the imageshadavs, highlightsmidtones,
andthen,basedon the imageyou wantto take, decideon the optimum exposue andshutter speed.

A few words aboutexposue techniques.Marual exposue requires a spot meter (either in cameraor even better a 1 degee hand-
held spot meter). Lightmetersare geaed to readeverythingas 18%reflectanceof light. It is misleadingo refer to 18%grey, be-

causethe light meter is color blind and 18%reflectancecanbe found in every color (for examplefire enginered or greenlawn is
18%reflectance).The key is to be ableto readthe tonal rangein comparisonto 18%reflectance Isit right on or is it abose or

below 18%andby how much (halfa stop, one stop, etc.). Thisis key in determiningthe adjustmentnecessay, keepingin mind that
light metersreadeverythingasif it were 18%reflectance In other words,the meter will male alighter subjectdarker to bringit to

18%reflectanceand male a darker subjectlighterto bringit to 18%reflectance Therefore, if the areabeingmeasued by the light
meter is lighter than 18%reflectanceyou must correct the meter readingoy openingup the exposue by the correspondingamount
andif it is darker by closingdown the exposue by the correspondingamount. Add light to light anddark to dark. If you hae a
handheldspot meter;it is easierto readthe exposue using exposug value(EV). Eachnumbercorrespondgo one stop.

Another factor to keepin mindis the tonal rangeof your film or digitalcamera.An understandingf the zone systemdevelopedby
AnselAdamsis necessay in this regad. In generalplackandwhite print film hasa tonal rangeof about 10 stops;color negatie
print film hasa rangeof about 7 stops;slide film hasa tonal rangeof about5 stops;and digital SLRcamerashase a tonal rangeof
about 8 stops. This meansthe film or cameracanonly record animagewhere the rangebetweenthe lightestpart andthe darkest
part is the number of stopsindicated. However, this doesnot meanthat you cantake a good imagewhich hasthat mary stopsin its
tonalrange For exampleanacceptablemagewith a digitalcamerawith an 8 stop tonal rangeshouldonly hase aboutfive stops. As
ageneralguidelineanimagetaken with slidefilm shouldonly hase atonal rangeof about3 stops.

Marualexposue hasmademe a better photogrgpher andhasmadethe processof takingimages more satisfyingxperience
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
